MP BACKS CALLS TO BAN AND SEIZE 

NUISANCE MOTORBIKES AND MINIMOKES

Thurrock MP Andrew Mackinlay has joined forces with a neighbouring MP to co-sponsor a Bill to ban the anti-social use of motor vehicles and confiscate vehicles used for such activities.

Following the introduction of the Private Members Bill by Castle Point MP Bob Spink, Mr. Mackinlay said:-

“I am very happy to sponsor this important Bill.  The lives of many people across my constituency and Thurrock are being made a misery by riders of motorbikes, quad bikes, minimotors and other motorised vehicles on public parks and open land, sometimes on footpaths and on the streets.  

“It’s important that we protect the communities being terrorised by this form of antisocial behaviour as well as deterring those, predominantly juveniles or even younger, who may not understand the dangers or the consequences for them of their actions. 

“This Bill would buttress the powers of the Police to confiscate vehicles from offenders and secure tougher action from the Police and local councils to deal with this menace.  The Bill would require the Government to produce new and clearer laws, in that way, people would be protected from the increasing problems posed by these vehicles”. 

NOTE 

The Bill to “prohibit the anti-social use of motor vehicles; to make provision for the seizure of motor vehicles used in an anti-social manner; and for connected purposes” was introduced in the House of Commons on 11 October 2005 by Bob Spink, MP for Castle Point – Andrew Mackinlay was a co-sponsor of the Bill.
