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MACKINLAY URGES RESIDENTS NOT TO MISS OUT ON FREE NATIONAL BUS TRAVEL

Thurrock Labour MP Andrew Mackinlay wants everyone in Thurrock over the age of 60 or disabled to sign up for free bus travel in time for 1 April.

On 1 April 2008, everyone who is disabled or over the age of 60 will be entitled to free off-peak bus travel anywhere in the country. 

Mr Mackinlay said;

“The Government has listened to what older and disabled people want, and I want to make sure that every one of the 26,700 or so of my constituents eligible gets their new bus pass when the scheme goes live on April 1st.   

“I understand Thurrock Council currently has around 17,000 registered on its existing scheme, so hopefully they will get their new passes in time.   That leaves another 10,000 who have not yet registered for their new bus pass.

I don’t want my constituents to miss out so if you’re over 60 or registered disabled, and want to find out how to get your new bus pass, contact Thurrock Council”.
