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MACKINLAY CALLS FOR CRACKDOWN 

ON ILLEGAL FIREWORK USE

Thurrock MP, Andrew Mackinlay has written to local police chief asking for the Police to use the Government legislation to curb the illegal use of firework to the full.  

The law now makes it harder for under-18s in Thurrock to get hold of fireworks and bans the air bombs and mini rockets which caused most nuisance on Thurrock streets and housing estates.  The plans also put a new duty on retailers, who could face a fine of up to £5,000 for selling fireworks to teenagers.

Andrew Mackinlay said: - “Used safely, fireworks can be thrilling. Sadly, many parents in Thurrock know that in the wrong hands fireworks can be very dangerous, causing permanent injury and even death” 

“I’ve heard of cases where families have been disturbed late at night, children have been threatened by fireworks or elderly relatives felt trapped inside their homes. We need to make sure that fireworks are enjoyed safely not endured in silence”

“I have written to ask the local Police to make full and effective uses of government legislation to the full to curb the illegal use and sale of fireworks.  The legislation is designed to make it much harder for youngsters to get hold of fireworks. Air bombs and mini rockets are banned as is the use of fireworks between 11pm and 7am. 

“I know this is an issue that many people in Thurrock are concerned about.  I agree with them that controlling fireworks matters”.
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
